	Key School Priorities for 2019/20


	Overarching Priorities for Development including any professional development needs: 

Continue with in house training to promote rigour within the English writing curriculum.
Governor Champions highlight targets which are a focus of visit from above.



	What did I observe?
	Writing linked to classroom topics across the whole school. Children discussing the books and themes they are studying and how they support their writing. 


	What is going well?
	Cross curricular writing helps the children to understand the topics they are learning about and provides greater opportunities to develop children’s vocabulary and eagerness to write. Children confident to source and use both dictionaries and thesauruses to develop their writing skills in a range of genres both lower KS2 and upper KS2. Children are using the purple pens to edit and improve their work and give reasons as to why they are making these improvements. Clear progression in KS2 work and expectations pitched appropriately to provide greater challenge. The outcomes of this were evident as you could see the development of writing in years 3 and 4 to build up to years 5 and 6.

	What do we need to improve?
	Children need to be able to verbalise exactly which topic they are studying and make direct links to all of their learning. 
Ensure all teachers maintain that the Chance to shine is linked directly to the topic area being covered.

Ensure in all year groups that a sequence of lessons is built up to ensure good knowledge of a particular genre and the key features needed to produce this.
In KS1, make sure resources such as sound mats and RWI bookmarks are used to support the children when accessing and picking up on misconceptions.

Teachers must now make sure they model the correct handwriting model that the children expected to use e.g. pre-cursive for KS1 and joined cursive in KS2.

	To support with Read, Write, Inc funding to help provide resources to support writing.

To support the lowest 20% of readers across the school by helping to listen to the children read using the new RWI phonics books.
