incarnation 

God in human form; 

God in the flesh. 

Prophet 

A person who foretells the future. 

Messiah 

The promised saviour/rescuer. 

The Old Testament tales about a 

‘rescuer’ or ‘anointed one’. 

Christians believe that Jesus fulfilled 

the rescue plans and was the Messiah.  

Jesus was a Jew. He 

was born in Bethlehem. 

Outcomes
